Can you please distribute the following information to your age group parents please  

We are looking for parents to fill the following 2 volunteer positions. I have attached a 

brief outline of what each position entails. If anyone is interested in volunteering please see 

either Wayne Homer, President or Louise McHugh, Secretary. We need people to volunteer 

for these positions. They are not difficult and there will be someone able to assist with 

each position.   

BBQ Co- ordinator  ð  Currently Trudy & Darin Nielson co -ordinate the BBQ each Sunday. 

They are looking for at least 1 other family to assist them to run the BBQ on alternate Sun-

days.   

Whatõs involved: - Each Sunday, arrive and set up bbqs, prepare bread and burgers. Cook 

Sausages & patties as well as collect money. The ordering is done by the Surf Club adminis-

trator during the week.  You may need to collect bread on the morning of nippers. Having 2 

or more families co -ordinate the bbq shares the workload for everyone. Each week, an age 

group is rostered on to assist you with cooking and selling.  There is always someone to as-

sist from setting up to packing down.  

Recorder  ð Supervisors the signon and signoff sheets each week. Liaises with Nobbys SLSC 

Administrator, Hayley to ensure that all attendances are recorded.

There are 3 Carnival Official courses coming up including one next Wednes-

day night (19 th  October) at Branch, Mermaid Beach SLSC. This is a free course but essen-
